K. Students will demonstrate the 
ability compute their own taxes 
and to understand how the federal 
deficit and national debt affect the 
economy and their future. 

L. Students will demonstrate 
knowledge of the different sections 
of a newspaper and determine 
where math is used in all areas. 

M. Students will show the ability to 
make proper decision when buying, 
leasing, insuring, and maintaining a 
car.
