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EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

The elementary school offers a full range of academic areas of study. The traditional
reading, writing, math, spelling, science, and so¢ialies consume the majority of the
school day. The required-@uirricular subjects include computer lab, physical education,
music, and art. The Missouri Valley Community Schools have adopted aaultdtial, non
sexist educational program.

The MissouriValley Schools have a full complement of remedial and special education
services. There is a Title 1 Remedial Reading program available. These services can be
provided to students in the regular classroom as well as part of a pullout program.

Special eduation services provide children with assistance in all other academic areas as
well as reading. These special education services may also include assisting a child with
emotional or behavioral problems.

The school staff works closely with the Loess HilleA Education Agency 13. These
specialists provide the schools with guidance and expertise in many areas, including special
education consultation, professional and student libraries, and referrals to community
resources when necessary. We also off@eaial needs preschool for students aged three to
five.

SAFE SCHOOLS

The Missouri Valley Community Schools have developed building levehgtioe
procedures to ensure student safety from intruders and/or violent acts. All faculty, staff, and
administation have assigned duties when a safety response is needed. These procedures and
assignments are reviewed periodically and will be implemented if needed.

Students will not be advised or instructed on the protective procedures as to maintain
security proesses.

As a safety precaution, all visitors need to sign in at the office and take a visitor badge. All
remaining doors and entries remain locked throughout the school day.

WEAPONS POLICY

As stated in Board Policy 505.8:

The Board believes weapgns d anger ous eabljiekcetssd, oann ds chhloooo k d
property and premises cause disruption to the school environment.

Parents of students found to pakskesoaowesopl
property shall be notified of thedident. Confiscation of weapons or dangerous objects shall
be reported to the police. Further, the student will be subject to disciplinary action, including
suspension or expulsion.



STARTING PROCEDURES

Students are not allowed on the school gasubefore 8:00 unless accompanied by an
adult.

The regular school day begins at 8:05. Students eating breakfast at school will be let into
the multi purpose room area at 7:30. At 8:05, the remaining students will go to their
homeroom. Students eatibgeakfast should not be in the halls or classrooms before 7:50
a.m. Students eating breakfast cannot go to lockers before or after breakfast if it is before the
first bell rings.

Students need to be in their homeroom when the tardy bell rings at 8:25.

On days when school has a late start, breakfast will not be served.

DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

The regular school day ends at 3:15. Classes dismiss at 3:1@ogDWednesdays,
school dismisses one hour early for teacheseirvice and other faculty meagms (Please refer
to the monthly school calendars and take note of when the Wednesday dismissal times
change).

Students should be off of the school grounds by 3:20. They are not supervised after this
time. If you wish to allow your child to play on thiapground after school, we encourage
you to have them go home from school first, and then they are free to come back to use the
playground. The school offers no supervision of the grounds at that time, however.

Students will not be released from schoalyeanless accompanied by an adult. Students
will not be released to anyone except the parents, guardians, or designated emergency
contacts without specific permission IN WRITING from the parent/guardian. Student will
need to be signed out in the offieg the adult picking up the student.

WEATHER RELATED DISMISSAL

There will be days when school will be dismissed early, or the start of the school day will be
delayed, due to weather or other emergencies. These days may occur in the winter due to
snow, ce, and extremely low temperatures or power outages.

Parents/Guardians are asked to list a place (on the student registration form) for their
child to go in case of an unexpected early dismissal. Students will automatically go to
this designated locatio unless we hear differently from the parent/guardian.

If school is dismissed early, local television and radio stations will carry the announcement.
ATTENDANCE

It is the firm belief of the Missouri Val/l e
at school is vital to their learning. Punctuality, or being on time, is also essential. Excessive
absenteeism and/or tardiness are very much discouraged.



Students must be physically present at school in order to not be counted absent (excused
or unexcuse).

In accordance with School board Policy 503.6, should a student be ill on any given day,
the parents are expected to call the school by 9:00 a.m. If a call is not received by 9:00, the
school secretary wil/ at t elhsfed coritacts to determiaec t  t h e
whether or not the child is legitimately absent from school. That day of school will be
considered unexcused automatically until a parent contacts the school. At that time. a
determination will be made if the absence wdldxcused or unexcused. A letter will notify
parents when a child has accumulated seven absences. At ten absences a letter will be sent
asking parents to call the school to schedule a meeting to meet with the attendance review
committee to offer assistanaad guidance to eliminate further absences/tardies.

Any student exceeding 13.5 days of excused or unexcused absences in a semester is

RESIDENCY AND OPEN ENROLLMENT

Missouri Vallkey Community Schools serves all children who are legal residents of the
school district. Students whose parents/guardians reside in another school district may not
attend the Missouri Valley Community School District unless Open Enrollment has been
approwed by the appropriate district(s). Students in violation of this policy may be charged
tuition and/or removed from school.

Open Enroliment refers to the request to attend one school district while residing in
another district. Parents who wish to transfieir child out of the Missouri Valley District
under Open Enroliment may obtain the appropriate forms in the office of the Superintendent.
For further information, please contact the office of the Superintendent.

DUE PROCESS

Students accused of a lation of provisions of the Missouri Valley School shall be
entitled to constitutional due process or what the U.S. Supreme Court refers to as
Afundamental fairnesso. Provisions of schoo
serious disciplinary section be given: (1) Notice of the charges against him or her and the



evidence supporting them, and (2) the opportunity for a hearing at which he or she can defend
himself or herself. This hearing may be an informal discussion between administrator and
student where the student is told of what it is he is accused of doing and the student is given
the opportunity to give his/her version of what happened.

BEHAVIOR

It is expected that all students behave themselves in an appropriate manner at all times.
These expectations are in effect at all schietalted functions and throughout every period of
the school day in order to guarantee your child, and all the students in our school, the
excellent learning climate they deserve.

We believe all students can laste appropriately in our school. We will tolerate no
student stopping us from teaching and/or any student from learning.

SCHOOL BASED INTERVENTIONIST

The school employs a person to serve as liaison between school and home to work more
intensively with sudents whose behavior needs to improve more consistently. This person
also works with students if"&and 8" grade on a weekly basis to address social and emotional
issues common to students at that developmental stage.

BULLYING/HARASSMENT
Bullying/Harassment is described as the following behaviors/overt acts and or circumstances

Verbal, nonverbal, physical or written harassment, bullying, hazing, or other victimization
that have the purpose or effect of causing injury, discomfort, fear, or sufferihg victim;

Repeated remarks of a demeaning nature that have the purpose or effect of causing injury,
discomfort, fear or suffering to the victim;

PLAYGROUND RULES

These rules should lskscussed and reviewed with the students throughout the school
year. All playground supervisors are expected to enforce these rules consistently.



1. Tackle football is not permitted on the playground. No other games that involve rough
play or inappropria physical contact will be permitted.

2. Students must seek permission from a playground supervisor and obtain a pass if they
need to come into the building during recess.

3. Students are only allowed to play in areas designated by staff on duty. Playground
supervisor(s) will inform the students before leaving the building.

4. There is no climbing on the fences, trees, steps and railings, or playing on the bank
behind the basketball hoops.

5. Students are to stay off the railings and should not play on the steps.
6. There will be no throwing or kicking of any objects other than play equipment.

7. Students should use playground equipment as it was intended, inappropriate use is not
allowed.

8. When the bell rings to end the recess, everyone is to stop playing immealiately
lineup at the appropriated entry. Once in line, students should remain orderly and
enter the school in a quiet manner.

9. Bicycles may be ridden to school, but must be parked in the bicycle rack upon arrival
at school and not moved until school is dissed.

10.No skateboard, roller skates or electronic devices are allowed on the playground.
11.Boots and snow pants are required to play off the blacktop during snowy conditions.
12. Students on the lower playground are to stay away from the building windows.

13.If recess is shortened due to inclement weather, students will be in for the first portion
of recess period and out for the last portion if weather improves.

LUNCHROOM RULES

1. Students will walk quietly and ormuer |y to
in their lunch numbers.

2. The student will pick up their milk, napkin, and utensils. Student should have
predetermined their choice, if available, of fruit and/or vegetable.

3. Students pick up their tray from the serving table using both hands.
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4. Thestudent will carry their tray to the space next to the previous student already
seated at the lunch table. Eight students may be seated on one side of each table.
Students are not to slide trays on the lunch tables.

5. Students must remain seated at #i®es and must raise a hand if help is needed.

6. The students will use regular conversational voices; loud noises and yelling are not
acceptable.

7. Students may be granted fAsecondso i f food
everything on the tray.

8. The lunchroom supervisor will dismiss the students from the lunchroom beginning at
the scheduled release time, and starting with the students that were seated first.

9. Lunchroom supervisors would encourage students to eat/try all food items and
discourage stient from just dumping their food.

10. Students are responsible for cleanliness of their seating area. All trash must be picked
up from the lunch tables as well as under the tables.

11. Students will place utensils in a specified container. Trays must bedaigan
before being stacked appropriately in designated container. Milk cartons should be
closed before leaving the lunch tables. Any unopened milk cartons should remain on
the clearup table.

BUS BEHAVIOR

Riding the school bus is a privilege and not atigt should be treated as such. As with
any school function or activity, students are expected to behave appropriately. Children
riding the school bus are under the authority of the driver. The school will give full support to
the drivers.

Students Wwo ride to school on a bus are expected to ride home on the bus unless they
have a written note from their parents or guardian. No student will be permitted to walk to the

ME SSAGES AND PHONE CALLS

Students are discouraged from using the school telephone except in cases of emergency.
Students will not be called to the phone to answer a phone call except in cases of emergency.
Messages to students are discouraged as thegaliste student from learning and disrupt
the classroom. In cases of emergency, messages will be delivered to students whenever

possible.
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LUNCH, BREAKFAST, AND MILK PROGRAM

Breakfast is served daily from 7:50 until 8:20. This program is optiorta. cdst per
student is $1.00 per day or $5.00 weekly. The free and reduced price lunch program applies
to the breakfast program.

A hot lunch program is available to every student in school. The cost for students is $1.70
per day or $8.50 weekly. A seng of milk is included with each hot lunch. Money may be
deposited into a studentds |l unch account at
has a negative balance. Because of the computer lunch program, students will not be allowed
to charganeals past $8.00. These students will be served peanut butter sandwiches and milk
at a charge of $.50 until lunch money is paid.

Applications for the free and reduced price lunch program are available at the office.

These forms do not carry over from ar to year and must be completed annuallyYou
are encouraged to apply if you fall within the federal guidelines for this program. The
information furnished on the application is strictly confidential.

Children may bring a cold lunch for their noon meklilk is available at a cost of $.25
per serving for those children that want milk with their noon meal. Pop is strictly prohibited.

Do not send pop in any container for a child

The Junior Kindergarten/Kindergarten classes will have an afternon milk program.

The cost of milk for the afternoon snack is $45.00 a year. This is not included in the free
and reduced program.

FEE WAIVER

Students whose families meet the income guidelines for free and reduced price lunch, the
Family Investment Pragm (FIP), Supplemental Security Income (SSI), transportation
assistance under open enrollment, or who are in foster care are eligible to have their student
fees waived or partially waived. Students whose families are experiencing a temporary
financial dificulty may be eligible for a temporary waiver of student fees. Parents or students
who believe they may qualify for temporary financial hardship should contact the school at
registration time for a waiver form. This waiver does not carry over fromtgeaar and
must be completed annually.

LOST AND FOUND

Students who find or lose articles should report to the office immediately. All articles of
personal property should be clearly marked so that lost/found items can be returned promptly.

Bringing expensive toys to school, such as radio controlled cars or gameboys, is
discouraged. These expensive items tend to get broken and are a strong temptation to the
other children.
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Lost and Found items are available at all times but will be taken to thatiSahArmy
following parentteacher conferences (first and third quarter), and the week following the end
of the school year.

CLASSROOM VISITATION

Parents should call to arrange for a visit.

A field trip can also be
designed to be a complete learning unit itself.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS OR TELEPHONE

Please notify the school when your address, email or telephone numbers change (home,
work, or emergency)We are unable to locate parentin an emergency when we are not
notified of a change.

WITHDRAWALS
It is very important that parents notify the school if the family is moving out of the
Missouri Valley School District. Advance notice is necessary so we may prepare information

PROGRESS REPORTING

If children are to make satisfactory progress in school, it is essential that the home and
school work togther. In order to work together, it is important that there be adequate
communication between the school and the parents. A part of this communication consists of
reporting school progress through report cards and peeaciher conferences.

A report ismade at the end of each nine weeks of school. This report is an appraisal of
the growth of your child. The report covers two areas: scholastic achievement and
social/lemotional growth.

Parentteacher conferences are held at the end of the firstvee&period and, again, at
the end of the third nineeek period. Progress repowsl not go home with the students.
Parents must contact the teacher to obtain these progress reports if they cannot attend parent
teacher conferences.

PROMOTION / RETENTION
School Board Policy No. 509.2

Students will be promoted to the next grade level at the end of each school year based on
the studentodos achievement, age, maturity, em
The retention of a student will be determined baggon the judgement of the licensed
employee and the principal.
When it becomes evident a student in grades Kindergarten through eighth may be retained
in a grade level for an additional year, the parents will be informed. It shall be witlsiol¢he
discretion of the Boardb retain students in their current grade level.

IMMUNIZATIONS
Prior to starting school or when transferring into the school district, students must present
an approved lowa Department of Public Health immunization certificatedsigne health
care provider stating that the student has received the immunizations required by law.
Students without proper certification are not allowed to attend school until they receive the
immunizations or the student makes arrangements with tha@pairor school nurse. Only for
specific medical or religious purposes are students exempt from the immunization
requirements. Students may also be required to pass a TB test prior to attending school.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS

Parents are encouraged to have their children receive periodic physical examinations. At
registration we request that you update your students school health record. Participation in the
physical education program is required for alldents. If a student is unable or should not
participate for health reasons, he/she must submit a note from his physician indicating the
reason and the duration of the restriction.

MEDICATIONS

Students may need to take a prescription orgrescriptionmedication during school
hours.
Students must bring their prescription or non-prescription medication to the school
office to be dispensed from thereThe school must know the medications a student is taking
in the event that the student has a reactraliness. You will find the appropriate forms at
the back of this handbook.
When sending any prescription or Rprescription medication to school, parents must
send:
e Written parental permission forms available in the office.
¢ Medication in theoriginal labeled container.For prescription medicatiorthe
pharmacist will supply a duplicate labeled containerso one can be kept at
home and one can be kept at school. Each container should have the phone number
of the pharmacy, st ud emmetddisc ant a noen,d sp yasniec,
time to be given, and route (oral, inhaled, etc.).
¢ A written order from the physician for all prescription medication is required. Over
the counter medicine administered for more than three consecutive school days
must be authozed by the physician in writing.

Storage: Medication is held in a locked cabinet and distributed by the school nurse or
designee. Exceptions are students who may carry an asthma inhaler, if they have written
parental and physician permission.

Half tablets: School staff will not be responsible for breaking tablets in half. This will
not be done at school. When there is a physician order to givileatinef a tablet, please

talk with your pharmacist.

Field Trips: If your child takes daily or as needed nwoadion, you will need to indicate
whether or there is a need for this medication on field trips. There is a box to fill out in
regard to this on the medication administration form. School nurses do not routinely
accompany students on field trips and albea may be responsible for administration of
medication.

Standard Medication: Health services staff will administer only medication that is listed
and described in the Standar d P htlyesaurder ano s
(OTC) PDR.
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Nebulizer Treatments: When nebulizer treatments are required, special arrangements
must be made in advance with the School Nurse.

Thank you for your cooperation on these medication procedures. Our intent is to insure
safety and good health for your child.

STUDENT ILLNESS AT SCHOOL

Children displaying symptoms of an illness should be kept home. If a student becomes ill,
they should report to the nursebds office. Pa
Students may not leave the school premises withotihggtermission from the office
and parentslease be certain the school knows where to reach you or an emergency
contact.
It is extremely important to notify the school of any change in contact numbers.
Parents and students frequently have questiond alt@n it is appropriate to stay home
from school because of iliness. Follow these guidelines to help with your decision:
e If your child has had a temperature of 100.0 degrees or higher in the past 24 hours.
e If your child has vomited or diarrhea within thast 24 hours.
e If having your child at school would significantly put others at risk for contracting

your childdés illness.
¢ If your child feels ill enough that he/she would not be able to benefit from being at
school.
FIRST AID

Students suffering an injy at school are to report to the office immediately.

The School nurse will assess students sustaining more serious injuries and the school nurse
or office personnel will contact the parents as soon as possible.

The injured child will be turned over the care of the parents or qualified medical
employees as quickly as possible.

In the case of an emergency, the student may be transported to the local hospital.

Students injured on the way to school should be brought to the office immediateéytivdner
school nurse will assess them and office personnel will contact the parents.

HEALTH SCREENING
Throughout the year, the school district sponsors various health screenings, such as vision,
hearing, height and weight. Students are automaticalyesed unless the parent submits a

note asking the student to be excused from the screening. The grade levels included in the
screening are determined annually.

HUMAN GROWTH AND DEVELOPMENT

Senate File 2094 requires that local school boards shalderawstruction in human growth
and development including instruction regarding human sexualityestém, stress
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management, interpersonal relationships, and acquired immune deficiency syndrome as
required in section 256.11 in grades one through twelve.
A pupil shall not be required to take instruction in human growth and development if
the pupil és parent or guardian files with th
the pupil be excused from the instruction.

HEALTH AND IMMUNIZATION

Studens enrolling in the district for the first time shall have a physical examination by a
licensed physician and provide proof of such an examination to the building in which the
child is attending. These studeertificatefori | |  al s
examination by the office officials. These students shall submit a certificate of immunization
against chicken pox, diphtheria, pertussis, tetanus, poliomyelitis, and rubella. Exemptions
from this immunization requirement will be allowedly for medical or religious reasons.
The student must provide a valid lowa State Department of Health Certificate of
Immunization Exemption to be exempt from this requirement.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASES

Students with communicable diseases will be altbteeattend the Missouri Valley
Community School District as long as they are physically able to do so and so long as their
presence does not create a substantial risk that others will catch the disease. Once the
administration, in conjunction withthels@ ol nur se, deci des that a
health threat to the other students, that student will be excluded from school for the duration
of the period of contagion.

Head Lice If a child is found with lice, he or she must be taken from sheeated, and
then permitted to return to school. Upon return, the school nurse must recheck the student.
Actual treatment of the lice, according to State recommendation, should consist of an

initial treatment with retreatmentI0 days later. All faity members should also be checked
and treated at the same time.
The main goal to control lice outbreaks is to quickly identify those children infested and
send them home for treatment with the least amount of disruption to the school schedule.
As a precation to control the spread of head lice, stuffed animals and dolls should not be
brought for play items at school.
If your child has had three (3) occurrences of live lice in a-dveek period, he/she will
be sent home until the lice/nits are removed.
