Analysis – appraise, compare, contrast, criticize, differentiate, discriminate, distinguish, examine, experiment, question, test.

Evaluate – appraise, argue, defend, judge, select, support, value, evaluate

Synthesis/Create – assemble, construct, create, design, develop, formulate, write
